In this course we 

trace the impact of material and intellectual conditions on the arts, while 

at the same time examining how painters, sculptors and architects 

shaped the urban environment.  Expert lecturers explore topics including 

the splendours of Baroque Rome, the ‘golden age’ of Dutch art in Delft 

and Amsterdam and the rise of Istanbul.
